Classroom Expectations
1. Follow directions of all staff the first time given;
2. Power off technology, place it out of sight during class and take it out only with teacher’s permission;
3. Begin “Do Now” activity upon entering the classroom;
4. Use appropriate language, volume and tone;
5. Respect property and personal space;
6. Resolve conflicts without violence;
7. Do not consume food and/or drink in the classroom;
8. Cooperate and collaborate with staff and peers.

Step 1:  1st verbal warning with review of expectations
Step 2:  2nd verbal warning with 1:1 conversation  
Step 3:  Student Reflection Form & Parent Contact 
Step 4:  Referral for Tier 1 Infraction
Step 5:  Removal from class

Step 1:  Call main office to have student removed immediately
Step 2:  Enter detail account in “Educators Handbook”
Discipline Flow Chart- Tier 2/3  Teachers will address according to intervention steps. 
□	Aggressive Language (directed to staff)
□	Fighting: verbal/physical
□	Harassment/Bullying
□	Alcohol/Drugs
□	Gang related activity
□	Leaving campus w/out permission
□	Noncompliance to admin., BMT, or security
□	Vandalism (significant)
□	Theft 
□	Insubordination: failure to identify, unauthorized area
□	Refusing to turn in electronic device

· 1st offense- confiscation and returned to student;
· 2nd offense- confiscation and returned to parent;
· 3rd offense- confiscation, parent pickup, and EH referral (lunch detention);
· 4th and beyond- administrative referral;
· Students refusing confiscation will in consequences ranging from ISS to OSS;
· There will be a file cabinet in the front office for confiscated phones left for parent pickup.
